	Re-opening Ulverston. 

Committee noted that a draft Action Plan had been produced following meetings about actions to re-open Ulverston. Some amendments were made to the SWOT analysis, and some members raised concerns regarding suggestions for pedestrianisation. 

Following the meetings, a working group was established to develop a marketing campaign headlined Shop Local-Stay Safe which had been produced with the BID, and which all councillors had been apprised of.
The clerk reported attending an SLDC officer meeting. A fund of £92,000 to support re-opening of town centres was discussed. The funding was ERDF (European Regional Development Programme) and Ulverston would be eligible to apply for funding support for all marketing initiatives.   At the time of the meeting it was still uncertain of County Highways proposals to support social distancing in town centres; CCC would be eligible for some of the funding for any initiatives they wished to carry out. Committee noted the progress.

	Ulverston Railway Station: Access for all Application. 

Northern Trains are applying for a grant from Network Rail to improve accessibility at Ulverston station with a permanent accessible route between platforms 1 and 2/3. The first phase of the project is to commission a technical feasibility study.  F&GP is asked to consider allocating CIL funding as a match towards the total project costs of £55,000 which will help to lever out other funding, and make recommendation to full council on the matter. SLDC has indicated that CIL funding could be used for this project if council wishes.
Resolution:  That council is recommended to allocate £10,000 from CIL funds, towards the cost of the feasibility study, subject to other funding being allocated and that this is recommended to full council.
