Council has made progress on environmental projects including its 

Eco Fairs, tree planting and cycling schemes and has its own Environmental 

Policy Statement. Council is requested to also consider the following proposals:  
a. Idling coaches and buses are a contributing pollutant to our community, this should be discouraged especially outside public and civic buildings such as schools. Council to write to all bus service operators who operate services within the ‘LA12’ postcode area to ask their drivers to switch off the engine of their bus or coach when they are idling. 
b. Council to write to bus service and coach operators asking them to use the bus turnaround at Ulverston Victoria High School and to switch off their engines when idling.   
c. Council to write to Ulverston Victoria High School, informing them of this decision
                    and ask that the school inform parents and guardians of this and request
                    their support in helping by turning their engines off when idling and in addition park   

                    more responsibly to avoid congestion and risk to the public.  
d. Inform the community, press and Cumbria County Council Highways.
