17.  Hoad footpath repair update. Westmorland and Furness Council have provided an update regarding remedial works to the front path of Hoad Hill. The work will replace the concrete section at the top of the path to make it safer. The Town Council have provided £10,000 of CIL funds towards this work. 
W&F have approved the application for the closure of a section of the Footpath (578037) for up to 6 months to enable the reconstruction of the path surface.
The closure has been agreed in order to allow the above works to be carried out and shall be in effect until the 8th December 2026, or until the works are completed, whichever is earlier. It is estimated that the works should take no more than 1 month to complete.
		A suitable alternative route for pedestrians will be available via footpaths 578038 and 578039. Council to note. 

18. Gen2 Sculpture on County Square Roundabout. Update. Following a visit from a Structural Engineer to assess the Gen2 sculpture for installation onto County Square roundabout. They raised serious concerns regarding the potential high wind loading it would be subject to and safety if a member of the public was to climb on it, all of which needs to be taken into account when installing in the public realm. The sharp edges and welds were also a concern. The statue (which was not designed with public realm installation in mind when it was made) would be better suited to be installed in a tall building or internal space where it could be protected from anyone touching or climbing on it. Enquiries will be made regarding potential alternative display areas. Council to note.
